Quality has to be at the centre of all translation projects and each 
stage of the process has to be effectively managed to ensure that 
the attainable goal of quality is achieved and, by extension, the 
intended outcome of the assignment is realized. Here are three 
important points to consider:

1.	 Expertise of the translators:

Good translation requires native-speaking, industry specialists 
working on the specified project in an effort to ensure that both the 
context and the applicability of the information are not lost during 
the translation process. Therefore, translators must understand 
the subject matter they are translating as well as the audience the 
document is targeting. It is imperative that translators are just as 
qualified as the intended audience of the translated document. 

2.	 Subject matter expertise: 

Translators must have all the basic skills required of professional 
translators as well as expertise in the subject matter being 
translated. This includes the ability to write clear, comprehensible 
prose, excellent grammar, terminology and language skills. 

3.	 Proofreading: 

This is a critical part of the translation process and should not be 
discounted. This is fundamental to ensure that quality documents 
are produced and the critical components of context and language 
skills are correctly aligned.
